The existing absolute block sections Penrhiwceiber Upper-Nixon's Crossing-Abercwmboi­
Cwmbach Junction will be recovered and a new E. Token section Penrhiwceiber Upper-Abercwmboi 
provided and the existing E. Token Section. Cwmbach Junction-Aberdare extended to Abercwmboi­
Aberdare.
