During the period of this work on Saturday and Sunday 19 and 20 September, 1970, the existing semaphore 
signal! ing (except the semaphore Starting signal at Ulceby Junction mentioned below) between Ulceby 
Junction and Immingham Reception Sidings will be dispensed with, and new colour li ght signals will 
be brought into use, with full t rack ci rcuiting . Certa in existing 2 aspect colour light signals will be 
replaced with 3 aspect colour light signal s. The new signalling will be controlled by Ulceby Junction 
and Immingham Reception Sidings signal boxes, and the Track Circui t Block Regulations will apply 
between these signal boxes. 

ALTERATIONS TO EXISTING SIGNALLING 

Ulceby Junction 
A new distant ann will be provided below the existi ng Starting signal to the Up Immingham line (UY.11). 
replacing the existing miniature ann calli ng on signal. The new arm will act as Distant signal for the new 
Up Immingham 3 aspect automatic si gn U.101, providing a braking distance of 1251 yards. 

Continental Oil Co. Sidings 

The exist ing colour light signal IR.105, a 2 aspect signal with subsidiary and route indicator on the 
same post, will become a 3 aspect colour light signal , capable of displaying Red, Yellow and Green 
aspects. The associated subsidiary signal and route indicator will be abolished. 

Lindsey Oil Co. Sidings 

The existing colour l ight signal 1R.103, a 2 aspect signal with subsidiary and route indicator on the 
same post, will become a 3 aspect colour light signal. capable of di splay ing Red, Yellow and Green 
aspects. The associated subsidiary signal and route indicator will be abol ished. 

Immingham Reception Sidings 

The existing 2 aspect co lour light si gnal IR.100, wi th subsidiary signal and a 3 way route indicator on 
the same post, will become a 3 aspect colour light si gnal capabl e of display ing Red, Yellow and Green 
aspects, with subsidi.ary signal and 2 way route indicator. The route indications displayed will be as 
follows:­
