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BETWEEN LEEDS (GELDERD ROAD JUNCTION), WAKEFIELD WESTGATE AND NOSTELl : RESIGN ALlING 

During the per iod of this work on Saturday and Sunday 28th and 29th November 1970, the sig nal boxes at 
Nostell , Hare Park Station, Wakefi eld Westgate South, Balne Lane, and Loft house North will be abolished. 
The exis tinq semaphore signalling wi ll be dispensed with, and new col our li ght s ignals wi ll be brought 
Into use with f ull track c irc uit ing . Certa in exist ing colour li ght s ignals will be ret ained and altered in 
form, wi th altered letters and numbers. 

The lines between South Kirkby Junct ion and Wakefield Westgate North, Wakef ield Kirkqate West and 
Wakef ield Westgate South Junction , and between Wakefield Westgate North and Leeds (Gelderd Road 
Junct ion), wi l l be worked in accordance with the Track Circu it Block Reg ulat i ons , which wi ll apply 
between Wakef ie ld Westgate North signal box and the s ignal boxes at South Kirkby Junct ion, Wa kefi e ld 
Kirkgate West and Leeds. 

The Track Circuit Block Reg ulations will continue to apply to the Down and Up Crofton Branch lines 
between Hare Park Junction (control led from Wakef ield Westgate North ). and Crofton West Junct ion 
(control led from Oakenshaw) . 

PERMANENT WAY ALTERATIONS 

Between Hemsworth South and Nostel l 
A portion of the Up Doncaste r Goods line between Fit zwill iam and Hems.worth Stat ion, approximately 
900 yards in length , will be brought back int o use, with new fac ing connect ions at each end contro l led 
from Westgate North signal box , anq will be known as the Up Doncaster Goods Loop l ine.

Up Doncaster automatic signal SK.632 wi l l be lett ered and numbered WN.632 and wi ll be controll ed 
from Westgate North si gnal box. The s ignal telephone will communicate wi th Westgate North s ignal box. 

Up Doncaster signal LN.214, a 2 aspect colour l ight di splayi ng Ye ll ow and Green aspects , wi ll become ' 
a 4 aspect automatic si gnal capable of di splaying Red , Yellow , Double Ye l low and Green aspects, and 
will be lett ered WN .214. 

Down Doncaster signal LN.219, a 2 aspect colour l ight display ing Yellow and Green aspects, wi l l become 
a 4 aspect automat ic signal capable of display ing Red, Yellow , Double Yellow and Green aspects, and 
will be lettered WN .219.
