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BETWEEN STAINFORTH JUNCTION AND THORNE JUNCTION 
During the period of this work on Saturday/Sunday 6/7 May 1972 Thorne Junction Signal Box and all 
signals worked therefrom will be abolished, the Junction remodelled , and full colour-light signal ling 
installed worked from Stainforth Junction Signal Box. 

Certain semaphore and disc signals at Stainforth Junction wi II be replaced by colour-I ight and ground 
posit ion l ight si gnals. 

Permanent Way Alterations 

The lines between Stainforth Junction and Kirkton Lane Crossing will be renamed Up and Down Scunthorpe 
and Up and Down Thorne Goods. The Up Thorne Goods line between Thorne Junction and Ki rkton Lane 
Crossing Signal Box will be taken out of use temporarily and the associated routes to K10 signal wi ll not 
apply, until later during the foll owing week. The Shunt Spur at Thorne Junction wi II be extended also 
during the week following the signalling alterations to form a through route on to the Down Hull Line.

A description of the new signals is included in this notice and the di agram which illustrates the layout 
and signalling is -attached. During the period of thi s work points and signals will be disconnected and 
Drivers will be handsignalled as necessary. Further deta ils will be inc luded in the weekly notice of 
Engineering Operations.
