During the period of this work from Saturday 3 to Monday 5 December, 1977 Misterton, Haxey Station 
and Park Drain signal boxes wi II be abo lished. . 

New colour light si gnall ing together with full track c ircuit ing wi II be installed and controlled from new 
panels installed in Beck ingham and Finningley signal boxes. 

The existing semaphore s ignalling will be abolished and the Down and Up Main lines will be renamed 
Down and Up Lincoln.

All other points at Mi sterton and Haxey will be clamped out of use 
pending removal. 

At Haxey the existing Main to Main crossover and the trail ing connection in the Down line to the 
existing Down Sid ing wi ll be clamped and padlocked and onl y used under special authority by the 
Divisional Civil Engineer. 

At Finningley the Ma in to Main crossover will be con~rolled from a ground frame released from Finningley 
siQnal box. 

LEVEL CROSSINGS 

The barriers at Haxey will be remotel y controlled from Beckingham with the aid of Closed Circuit 
Television. 

The barriers at Park Drain, and Wroot Road will be remotely controlled from Finningley signal box with 
the aid of Closed Circui t Television. 

Tetheringrass Lane; Walkeringham, North Carr and Tindall Bank level crossings will be released from 
Beckingham signal box with tel ephones connected to that signal box. 

Beech Hill automatic half barriers at 109 mi les 73 chains will be supervised from Finningley signal box.
