The following signalling alterations will be carzied outse
BOURNVILLE
S8ignal SY.47 on the Up Gloucester line will become an automatic signal.

The catch points worked from Saltley 8ignal Box, 880 yards before reaching signal
3Y.51, on the Up Gloucester line, will become spring catoh points.

The connection to Parkside Sidings, controlled by Bournville ground frame, will be
secured out of use, pending removal,

The Limit of Shunt indicator on the Up Gloucester line will be taken away.

BETWEEN COFTON SIDINGS AND KIRGS HORTON

A re-modelled layout will be brought into use as shown on the enclosed diagram.
The running lines between Kings Horton and Halesowen Junction (Longbridge Station)

will be controlled by Saltley $ignal box.

The new reversing siding at Halesowen Junotion (Longbridge station) will accommodate
‘ 9 - Car DOM.U.
