DRIVERS TO KEEP A GOOD LOOK-OUT FOR HANDSIGNALS

Southend Victoria signalbox will be abolished.

The area as depicted on the enclosed sketch, from Southend Victoria
station (inclusive) to immediately country side of Wickford station,
will be brought under the control of Liverpool Street signalbox.

Reversible signalling will be introduced on both 1lines between
Southend Victoria platform starting signals and Hockley station.

All signals with a "L' prefix will be provided with Signal Post
Telephones to give communication with Liverpool Street signalbox.

Except for :-

Southend Victoria from the Down Sidings South exit signal L666;
Southend Victoria platform starting signals L668, L670, L672, L674;

all normal direction running signals will be provided with AWS
equipment.
