DRIVERS TO KEEP A SHARP LOOK—-OUT FOR HANDSIGNALS

Sevenoaks signal box will be abolished and the area previously controlled by
this signal box will be transferred to the new Ashford (AD) signal box. New
signalling and permanent way will be introduced as shown in the area designated
as "NEW SIGNALLING" on the enclosed plan. Automatic signals A300,A301 and A302
will be transferred, together with telephones, to the control area of Tonbridge
signal box.

In the Sevenoaks station area, the present Up Main will become the Up Loop and
the present Up Platform Loop will become the Up Main.

Between Otford Jn. and Sevenoaks, the Down and Up Branch will become the Down
and Up Bat & Ball.
