Getting To The Archive

Location

The Archive is at Unit 6A, Princes Drive Industrial
Estate, Kenilworth CV8 2FD.

Travel by rail and bus. Stagecoach bus service X17
runs every 15 minutes (Mon - Sat) and passes both
Coventry and Leamington Spa railway stations; it
runs along Coventry Road, Kenilworth and stops at
Woodland Road within a few minutes walk of the
Study Centre. Bus U17 (every 20 minutes) provides
similar facilities on Sundays. Unfortunately the
newly-reopened Kenilworth station is not conven-
iently located for the Study Centre.

The SRS archive is housed at the LNWR Society's
Archive and Study Centre in Kenilworth,
Warwickshire. It is available for regular use by

members of both societies and by the general public.

It contains a large collection of mainly original
material relating to railway signalling, including rule
books, sectional appendices, diagrams and special
instructions for individual signal boxes; weekly and
periodic operating notices, signalling notices, accident
reports and many other items.
